The grant review committee will meet on Monday, November 1 to decide grant recipients. The winners will be notified via truck mail by Monday, November 22, 2010. Your principal will receive your check that same day via truck mail. A detailed grant report, with receipts, is due to the Foundation by May 14, 2010. OUR FUNDING IS BASED OFF YOUR REPORTS. Please help us secure state funding by completing the grant report and providing supporting photos, stories, and measures of success by May 13, 2011. If you do not fill out a grant report in a timely manner, you will not be eligible to receive a FFS grant the following year.
